Meet the Teacher Night for parents of children in Years 1 - 6.

This will take place on Tuesday 19 September 2017. It is a fantastic chance to meet your child’s teacher,
discover what your child is doing, check they have settled into their new class and find out about the
new school curriculum.

Unfortunately, we
are unable to supervise children during this session.

5.30- 7.00pm Year 6 Meet the Teacher and Secondary Transfer Meeting will take place in the Upper Hall.
All Year 6 parents are strongly advised to attend. There is no 3.45pm meeting for Year 6. Please note
these sessions are intended for parents only, children should not attend.

A Meet the Teacher evening for parents of children in Nursery and Reception will be held on Wednesday
22nd September. Details will be sent out nearer the time.
